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Quality Seed Grower

Quality seed production training of one
month duration sponsored by Agricul-
ture Skill Council of India was orga-
nized at KVK. Twenty farmers from
Ambheti, Dhodkuwa, Pati, Panchlai,
Nani Vahiyal and Arnala villages partic-
ipated. The training gave a detailed un-
derstanding of the importance of seed,
seed treatment and its usefulness, soil
and water testing, liquid organic ferti-
lizers and their use in different crops,
nutrient, water and weed management,
precautions and various methods of stor-
ing seeds for quality seed production in
different crops. Exposure visit of NAU
was also organized.

Tractor Operator

Skill training of one month duration on
tractor driving sponsored by Agriculture
Skill Council of India was organized
Twenty rural youth from different villag-
es were participated. The participants
were practically trained on tractor driv-
ing and different operation of farming.
The trainees were also provided the li-
cence from RTO with the effort of
KVK.

Mushroom Production

Two skill training programme of four
day duration on mushroom cultivation
was organized to provide self employ-
ment. About 47 participants from vari-
ous district of Gujarat were practically
trained on cultivation of oyster mush-
room and they were provided the spawn
(seed material) to start this activity.

Preparation of Mask

To facilitate the self employment during
the period of COVID 19, KVK trained
twenty women of Hari Om SHG of
Kapariya faliya of Ambheti village on
preparation of three layer mask from
Khadi. Under this abhiyan, more than
1500 mask were prepared and distribut-
ed to labours, rural poor tribal women
and their children of different villages.
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Crop : Chickpea

Under National Food Security Mission
(NFSM), Cluster Frontline Demonstrations
on chickpea was conducted on 30 ha (75
farmers) in Dhodhadkuva, Pati, Nani
Vahiyal and Sadadvera villages during Rabi
2020. Field day was organized at Sadad-
vera village in which more than 100 farmers
participated. The demo variety GJG.-3 gave
35.76 % higher yield.

Crop : Indian bean

Front Line Demonstration on Indian bean
was laid down at five villages under 10 ha
(51 farmers) in Rabi season. The Field day
was organized at Nandgam village in
which 80 farmers were participated. The
demonstrated var. Guj. Val. 2 gave 34.65
% higher yield.

Crop : Greengram

Under National Food Security Mission
(NFSM), FLD on GAM-5 variety of green-
gram was conducted on 10 ha (90 farm-
ers) in Lakhmapor, Dhadhadkuva, Pan-
chalai, Asma and Nanivahiyal villages dur-
ing summer-2020, The demonstrated var.
GAM-5 gave 38.71 % higher yield.

Under Parmparagat Krishi Vikas Yojna,
demonstrations on organic farming in
paddy was conducted on 20 ha (100
farmers) in Asma, Panchlai, Rabdi and
samarpada villages of Pardi block. The
technology of improved var.

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Training programmes on improved agricultural prac-
tices in paddy, pigeonpea and blackgram crops were
organized in which about 290 farmers from Khutli,
Amdha, Panas and Ozarda villages participated. The
demonstration on water logging and pest disease re-
sistant variety Sardar (GR-17) was organized in 30 ha
(190 farmers). In pigeonpea, the white grain latest vari-
ety GT-104 resistant to wilt and sterility mosaic disease
was demonstrated on 50 farmers field in 5 ha area. To
increase the production of blackgram, the frontline
demonstration on the new variety Guj. Udad- 1 which
is resistant to yellow mosaic and wilt disease was
demonstrated on 50 farmer field under 5 ha area.
Demonstration on farm pond (3) and fruit plucker (8)
also conducted by the KVK.

A radio talk on "Weather Forecast and Agromet Ad-
visory Service" was delivered to the farmers, in
which detail information about weather forecasting,
agromet advisory service and its need for agriculture,
DAMU project, Meghdut mobile application, etc.
were provided. The awareness programme for farm-
ers was organised in Samarpada and Lavkar villages
to create awareness among the farmers in which 59
farmers were participated.
