Taking out Seedlings

Seedlings should be lifted out of the seedbed
gently and with a trowel, rather than being pulled up. It
is important that the seed sac remain attached to the
infant root. Seedlings should always be transplanted
from the nursery into the field within half an hour, and
preferably within 15 minutes. The roots should never
be allowed to dry out.

3 In SRI the most important is to avoid shock
: or trauma while transplanting the seedlings. Wide
] spacing gives individual plants more space to spread
and to end down roots. Seedlings are planted
at least 25 centimeters from each other and in a
square pattern, which facilitates weeding. Careful
transplanting reduces shock and increases the plant's
ability to produce numerous tillers and roots during its
vegetative growth stage.
